
Latour Prepares for Two Big Events to Close Season 
 
Mooresville, NC (Sept. 10, 2009)- Building on strong runs all season has kept the ball 
rolling for NASCAR Late Model driver David Latour's. Last Saturday's event at South 
Boston Speedway was no different for the 17-year-old driver.   
 
After making adjustments during practice to pick up a little more speed, Latour qualified 
seventh for the main event. Hanging with the lead pack for most of the night, he 
eventually lost the handling in his late model and came home with a ninth place finish.  
 
"It was a long day for us and we just missed the setup a little bit for the race," the driver 
said. "But overall I'm happy to get a top 10 out of it." 
 
The team will travel to Martinsville Speedway on September 23rd to test for the Bailey's 
300, which will be run at the track on October 4th.  Two weeks after the big event in 
Martinsville, Latour will travel back to South Boston Speedway for its season finale, The 
Mason Dixon 500. The race will be run on October 17th and will feature a 250-lap 
feature for the NASCAR Late Models, as well as 250 laps for the PASS Super Late 
Models.  
 
"I'm going to take what we've learned the last couple weeks and put everything we have 
into the races at Martinsville and South Boston to close the year," said Latour. "I'm 
looking forward to the tough competition and longer races."
